Call2Worship 

Most of the training materials and many of the best 

teachers on worship are located in western nations.  

Yet the greatest hunger among worship leaders and 

teams is often in the other 2/3 of the world.  In 2004 I 

developed a short mobile training course that would be 

culturally relevant and biblically sound. 
The first Call2Worship (C2W) course was launched in Kigali, Rwanda. To date it has been hosted in 
Egypt, Indonesia, Romania, and Holland with invitations to many more nations.  C2W is an intensive 
cross-cultural training course for worship leaders and teams hosted by local YWAM bases around the 
world. I recruit and train teaching staff who either have experience or a heart for a particular nation and 
then we pay our own way to minister in these countries. In addition, I include at least 2 local YWAMers 
in the team so that the course can be followed up and multiplied.  Already Rwanda has held two C2Wôs 
and another is in the works for 2008.

In addition I speak or teach 

in local Dutch churches, often working with their wor-

ship teams.
